Voluntary Aided, Foundation Schools and The Academy are requested to advise the LA of the School Year that will apply to their own school.

LA  fixed inset days for Teaching Staff -  Thursday  2nd / Friday 3rd  September 2010 -  – Friday 15th April 2011 = 193 Teacher days – plus  2 additional days to be scheduled by the schools outside of the set pattern of pupil days, to total the required 195 Teacher days.  Schools must inform the LA of the dates.
